Imagine being able to go to your garage and fly to work at 

a comfortable cruising speed of 275mph. And with a top 

speed of 375mph, you can forget your Bugatti Veyron – it 

would only get stuck in traffic anyway – because the M400 

will leave it standing. 

Of course, if you’re in less of a hurry you could also drive 

the M400. Moller says it anticipates Federal Aviation 

Authority certification by the end of 2008.

Finally, how about this for a megayacht? 

You can live aboard as comfortably as if it were your own estate. Like a 

piece of land, you can use it to play your favourite sport, to grow your 

favourite plants, or to enjoy your favourite outdoor activity. You can travel 

in it to your favourite destinations without the burden of having to go into 

the port to refuel. And, it’s 99m (325ft) long but costs about the same as a 

60m (200ft) boat.

WallyIsland is the latest breakthrough project developed by Italian firm 

WallyDesign. With all the comforts and amenities needed to live onboard 

full time, it is a megayacht that is completely independent and self-

sufficient, featuring improved nautical characteristics compared with those 

of similar sized yachts. 

Because building costs for ships are often dictated by volume, an 

additional design concept of WallyIsland is that it is developed as a very 

long rather than as a very tall vessel, reducing the price and at the same 

time improving stability. The result is a sleeker ship featuring a huge 

forward deck area of 1000m2 that has many different uses – a tennis 

court, a mini soccer pitch, a garden with swimming pool or a helipad. The 

swimming pool at the forward end is huge and the deck as a whole is the 

perfect area for outdoor events. 

Its makers also claim that the price of WallyIsland is competitive because 

of its ‘commercial’ look: with no fairing and paint, the megayacht 

resembles a tanker, and the rough finishing contributes to its unique 

appeal. 

With huge fuel tanks (750,000l), the yacht is capable of a range of 

15,000 nautical miles at cruising speed – the equivalent of five years of 

navigation. And in case you were worried about luxury inside, the interiors 

feature a main saloon, a living/dining room, guest accommodation 

(owners’ suite and six double king-size suites that can be transformed 

into 12 suites for 24 guests), a library, a cinema, a spa, a wellness and 

fitness area, the service and crew area, and the steering/navigation area. n

WallyIsland offers luxury and stable living conditions at a competitive price.
